CHAMPAIGN, IL (March 1, 2016) — More than 60 of the world’s best male and female professional tree climbers repre-
senting 18 countries will compete for the title of world champion at the

tree work. The competition provides an educational opportunity for tree climbing arborists to demonstrate and learn
new climbing techniques, interact with other competitors, and provide public exposure for the profession. Rules for the
competition follow industry safety standards and help train climbers to work more safely when performing professional
tree work.

“Though the tree climbing championship has a competitive spirit, it is an educational event that focuses on safety,” says
Jim Skiera, executive director of ISA.
